Floating mussels

—> dozens of quarantines throughout Utah

Revised inspection and decontamination protocols to account for mussels

in sea strainers

Additional staff and hours of operation

Expanded outreach, including a letter from UT Governor

Partnered with NPS and BOR to conduct veliger/adult viability study in

ballast tanks
